Objective: The objective of Journalism is to teach students how to create a school newspaper, publish their articles in local news outlets, and to communicate effectively with others. 

Goals: The goal of this course is to help students gain specific skills by communicating with individuals of all ages and expressing their ideas through a different style of writing than what they are used to. 

Expectations: I expect you to come to class prepared and ready to learn! 

Rules and Expectations:  

1. You must be willing to talk to people of all ages.

3. You must be willing to help others when necessary.
4. You will be required to help with morning announcements. You will be on a weekly rotation with a partner and these count for a grade. If you do not show up or do not do them well, then you will probably not pass this class. Doing these well or badly is a direct reflection of us as a Journalism class and not doing them is simply not an option. Switch classes now if this will be a problem. Announcements are classified under test grades.
5. No tardies, after 3 tardies you will serve lunch detention. If the problem persists, Mr. Hicks will determine a proper punishment.
